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Agenda Item 1 – Welcome, Roll Call, Pledge of Allegiance: 

Present were Council Members Julie Good, Rob Hines, Shannon Fairchild and Darla Weber.  Mayor Tony Koberstein was 

excused from the meeting. 

 

Staff present were Mac Qualls, Angie Mettie, Dick Stubbs, and Gregg Tankersley. 

 

Public present were Nikki Crogh, Carol Garrison of USDA, Dave Manley, Pat Kennedy, Daryl Norris, Kraig & Julie Spelman, 

and Philip Good.   

 

Council President Good opened the meeting at 7:00 and led the Pledge of Allegiance.   

 

Agenda Item 2 – Public Request: 

Community Member Dave Manley asked the Council to look into his sewer charge on his vacant lot.  He stated that he 

should not pay a sewer fee for that lot, because he believed there is no service to that lot since the main line was replaced.  

Manley stated that he did not plan to use that hookup.  Good said that the lot in question was camera-ed and they would 

verify whether or not the hookup was there.   

 

Kraig Spelman of Adams County Road and Bridge addressed the Council and asked if they would consider writing a letter 

to local state representatives to lower the speed limit of 65 mph between Transfer Site Road and New Meadows in order 

to make it safer for vehicles pulling out from Transfer Site Road.  The Council agreed to write a letter of support.   

 

Agenda Item 3 – Water Project Presentation: 

Carol Garrison of USDA presented different options for grant funding for the full amount of the water bond.  The City 

qualifies for poverty and compliance issues, with a 2.125 % interest rate level. She broke down the options into 20, 30 

and 40 percent grant amounts.  Breaking down the percentages further, she stated that the per user amount would be 

$25.45 with a 20% grant and $19.00 with a 40% grant.  She also stated that the grant can be applied for in phases.  The 

$330,000 for the Virginia Street project may be the first phase. Garrison stated that she needed a resolution passed with 

the amount in it. 

• Council Member Fairchild moved to apply for a $330,000 loan for the ITD / Virginia Street project; Council 

Member Weber seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote:  Good – aye, Hines – aye, Fairchild – aye, Weber – aye.  

Motion carried.  

Good stated that she would like to have Tim Farrell come and do his presentation again for the new Council.   

 

Agenda Item 4 – Transportation & Sewer Project Update: 

City Engineer Gregg Tankersley gave an update on the Transportation Master Plan Grant with LHTAC funding.  He stated 

that the City does not score well on applications due to not updating the city transportation plan, which was last updated 

in 2007.  This would include doing inventories, maintenance updates, and creating capital improvement projects.  

Fairchild asked if a list of tasks to work on was available.  Tankersley stated that the lists are available with the 

applications.  He also stated that attending training helps to raise the score.  Good felt that many of these things were 

being done, but that they needed to be formalized.   

 

Tankersley summarized the Peterson Memorial Pathway Grant, which would be used to place a pedestrian pathway along 

Peterson Memorial.  He stated that the City would not need to be involved until the money was granted.  He will prepare 

the application and estimate, and will work within his monthly budget.  The Council approved of this grant application. 

 

Regarding the Heigho Application Project, he stated that the project must be shovel-ready, and that the Heigho project 

was not there yet.  This should be placed on hold. 
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Regarding the Land Application Project, Tankersley said that Buys should now be able to discharge, and should begin by 

the end of the week.  He said that this was a big goal before shutting down for the winter.  They will sustain the contract 

until the end of May 2018, allowing Granite to finish up.  He said that Garrison of USDA and CEDA are both on board.  He 

did not see any delays.   

 

Agenda Item 5 – Ordinance Passage: 

The Council reviewed the Alcoholic Beverage Ordinance.  Fairchild noted that page 6, Section 10-1.c, stating that alcohol 

cannot be served on a general election day, should be struck.  The Council agreed to strike letter c.   

• Council Member Fairchild moved to introduce the Alcoholic Beverage Ordinance with change, and suspend the 

rules requiring three separate readings on three separate days and read by title only once; Council Member Hines 

seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote:  Good – aye, Hines – aye, Fairchild – aye, Weber – aye.  Motion carried.   

 

City Clerk / Treasurer Qualls read the ordinance by title only.   

 

• Council Member Weber moved to adopt the Alcoholic Beverage Ordinance, striking letter c on page 6; Council 

Member Hines seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote:  Good – aye, Hines – aye, Fairchild – aye, Weber – aye.  

Motion carried.   

 

Agenda Item 6 – Council Discussions / Decisions: 

Well Head Protection Ordinance / Surface Water Protection Policy 

Council President Good stated that Idaho Department of Water Resources has not supplied a sample ordinance for well 

head protection.  She would like them to attend a City Council meeting and educate the public on drilling wells and its 

impact on the community.  Qualls explained that the definition of “domestic” is for personal use as irrigation water on a 

small property. The definition of “irrigation” is for  a large field, such as a hay field.  Council Member Weber stated that 

the public needs to be aware of the ordinance and educated on it if it is going to be enforced.  The current ordinance 

states that a person must come to a City Council meeting if they are going to drill a well.  They are not doing this.  Good 

suggested discussing public education at the next Council meeting.  Ideas included having Idaho Rural Water give a 

presentation and putting an article in the newsletter on the topic.   

 

Ridgeview Subdivision Information 

The Council reviewed Ridgeview documents available.  Good stated that it is the owner’s responsibility to be aware of 

fees, such as the Will-Serve fees, associated with the property, before purchasing it.  One issue was that the City signed 

off on the project before it was completed.  The Subdivision also has CCRs that are unenforceable by the City.  Another 

issue is that there is no current governing body.  The Council discussed the culverts and drainage issues.  The CCRs state 

that the City will not pay for dust abatement.  Qualls stated that individuals are asking for a letter from the majority of 

property owners to put mobile homes in, which were not allowed according to the CCRs.  Stubbs suggested that the City 

look at the plat and see if the culverts are included, and check to see if any CUPs are being violated.  Also, check to see if 

the road is private.  The item was tabled until the next meeting.   

 

Dog Identification: 

The Council reviewed information from the cities of Rathdrum and Iona, both of which do not license dogs, but require 

an ID tag.  Council Member Weber stated that far too many dogs run at large in New Meadows.  Good felt that ID tags 

would allow neighbors to help return the dogs to their homes when they wandered.  Council Member Hines suggested 

John from the pet store in McCall as a possible tag provider.  This item was tabled until the next meeting.   
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Alcoholic Beverage Licenses: 

City Clerk Qualls stated that Brown’s Mountain Market has turned in the complete application for his Alcoholic Beverage 

License.  Others are waiting for the County license to arrive.   

• Council President Good moved to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Licenses as they are received; Council Member 

Weber seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote:  Good – aye, Hines – aye, Fairchild – aye, Weber – aye.  Motion 

carried.   

 

Paid Time Off Hours Employee Pool: 

The Council discussed allowing employees to pool their paid time off hours to share with others.  This would be with the 

understanding that the person transferring the hours must be at the same wage or higher than the other employee, the 

Mayor would approve it, and it would go into the personnel files.  Qualls stated that vacation hours are now capped at 

200 and personal time is capped at 700 hours.   

• Council Member Hines moved to add this amendment to the employee handbook, section 4.03; Council Member 

Weber seconded the motion.  Voice vote indicated no opposition to the motion with all members signifying aye.  

Motion carried.  

 

Development Discount: 

Council President Good stated that Angie Edwards with CEDA is working on a housing development discussion and 

working on incentives for developers to develop more property.  The Council chose to lower the connection costs and 

put a time limit on the discount, running the lower rate from January 1, 2018 through September 30, 2019.  The tiered 

discount would be 15% off the first home, 30% off the second, 45% off the third, and 60% off of a fourth consecutive 

home.  Multi-family dwellings would be 15% off for a two-family dwelling with an additional 5% for each dwelling in the 

same project, assuming a single hook-up for the entire project.  Qualls will create a resolution for the next meeting with 

the lower rates.   

 

Planning & Zoning Assignment Review: 

The Council reviewed the P&Z assignment to look at RVs in New Meadows and discussed the current ordinance, which 

states that living in RVs in city limits is not permitted.  Council Member Fairchild stated that a plan needs to be in place 

before sending a letter to RV owners, so that people are not displaced.  The Council would like the P&Z to amend the 

zoning code to include a plan and a place for RVs in the City, with standards to guide the process.  Fairchild also stated 

that the standard should be applied to all RVs, not a selected few.  A City Council Member will attend the upcoming P&Z 

meeting and explain what is being requested.  This item was tabled until the next meeting. 

 

Building Official Contract: 

Council President Good stated that the budget has been set at 50% for this contract.  Qualls stated that the issue is on 

the County’s agenda for tomorrow’s meeting and that more information should be available afterward.   

 

Agenda Item 7 – Communications and Reports: 

Council President Good inquired about the Parks & Rec’s work on a Park Master Plan.  Crogh, from Parks & Recreation, 

stated that she has information from McCall’s park master plan, but that other members did not feel it necessary at this 

time.  Good stated that a plan needs to be in place, as it makes decisions difficult for the City Council without a plan.   

 

The Council discussed vehicles parked in the right-of-way on the north side of town.  The Council approved of contacting 

the sheriff’s office to start the process of removing the vehicles.   

 

Qualls informed the Council regarding the property acquisition.  The sale was missed, but had no bids.  Another sale was 

opened, and a bid was placed for the amount owed to the city.  The sale ends tomorrow.   
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No further information was available on the land swap.  Qualls stated that more information would be known after 

tomorrow’s meeting.   

 

The Council reviewed the snow plowing ordinance.   

 

Agenda Item 8 – Consent Agenda (Approval of all with Single Motion & Roll Call): 

The consent agenda included invoices to date.  An invoice from Ferguson was added.  Financial reports, payroll summary 

for November 2017, two resolutions, the Municipal Attorney Contract, and a master Regular Meeting Posting were also 

included.  Two Resolutions changed the address of Below the 45th Condominium from 200 Virginia to 202 Virginia to 

match the County records; also changed was 301 ½ Peterson Memorial Avenue to 102 Colt Street.  The financial reports 

were not available.   

• Council Member Fairchild moved to approve the consent agenda minus the financial reports; Council Member 

Weber seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote:  Good – aye, Hines – aye, Fairchild – aye, Weber – aye.  Motion 

carried.
