R-1  / R-2 Residential Zones: 

Front Yard:    20’ from the right-of-way line of the street 

Side Yards:   10’ from any property line, or 20’ for  

                       corner lots adjacent with the street 

Back Yard:    20’  from property line 

R-3 Residential Zones: 

Front Yard:    15’ from the right-of-way line of the street 

Side Yards:   10’ from any property line, or 15’ for  

                       corner lots adjacent with the street 

Back Yard:    15’  from property line
